CURRICULUM


Summer 2019











In our other Foundation subjects we will be:


Learning about the family and the beach in French;


In RE we will learn about the first and last human Gurus and the formation of the Khalsa in Sikhism and after half term living as a Buddhist.


Design Technology will cover seasonal and global foods;


Following our National Gallery visit, we will be studying landscapes and Modern British artists;


In music we will continue to develop listening and performance skills (including singing in 2- part harmony). Musical skills and knowledge will be developed through the theory of music;


In PE we will be developing our skills in throwing, fielding and athletics. Dance will continue on a Friday;


Linked to our Isle of Wight trip, in Geography we will be working on map reading and field studies;


In computing, we will be exploring the digital world through data handling/logging and digital literacy.

As historians and geographers, we will be studying the Shang Dynasty:





Locating the where the Shang dynasty ruled on a map of China. Describing and naming some cities and physical features of the land; 


 Describing the roles of different members of Shang society and know where they fitted in the Shang social hierarchy;


Identifying a range of artefacts and knowing what they were made of, what they were used for, and their significance;


 Explain what oracle bones were and how the Shang used them;


Compare and contrast the Shang dynasty with other early civilisations;  


 Recognise and describe why the Shang dynasty is historically significant and their legacy; and


 Look at tea production in modern China and other countries.





As scientists we will be learning about animals, lifecycles and evolution by:





Understanding plant structure and reproduction.


Looking at a range of mammal, amphibian and invertebrate lifecycles, comparing and contrasting them (linked to PSHE/SRE)


Studying interdependence and adaptation.


Considering how scientists believe how evolution has occurred.


Work scientifically by under-taking controlled testing, observations and comparisons


In SRE (sex and relationship education) we will be learning about growing and changing, human reproduction and (Y6) puberty. (there will be a meeting for all Key Stage 2 parents, before the SRE is taught, after half-term).
